The winter of 2010-2011 was one of record snowfalls and cold tempera-

(March 22), we are receiving another 3-4 inches of snow. For those fortunate
enough to be where the weather is a little nicer, LCC will see you soon, | hope. |
would like to welcome all new members to Lakeside at this time and please feel
free to introduce yourselves to me when your out on the course.

| would like to take time to express my sympathies to the families of J.D.
Murray and Leonard Hunt. We lost two past members, who were at one time, very
involved with Lakeside Country Club. Both were characters of the sort, fun, ener-
getic and cared about LCC. [ first arrived at LCC in the year of '93, and it wasn’t long after that one day, J.D.
was introduced to me by Don Stork. Both were very interested with tree plantings on the course and most of
the trees planted on the new course, J.D. or Don Stork were involved with, one way or another. As | got to
know J.D., | realized he had such passion for the club and its members. If you knew J.D. though, you also
realized he had knack of being a little stubborn, thrifty to an extreme, and basically very set in his ways. One
day at the club though, he took me to my wits end. It was a very hot spring and | had just got past my rookie
year, growing in the ten new holes and working with very limited equipment. We did not even have a back-
hoe loader at the time. We were aerifying and topdressing greens and my staff had to hand shovel topdress-
ing into the top-dresser. Now for those non-maintenance people, there is about 600 shovels in one top-
dresser load and approximately about 2-3 top-dresser loads per green if that gives you some idea. It was
about 11:30, the sun was beating down at about 75 degrees in April mind you, and as JD came past the top-
dressing pile two of my staff were leaning on their shovels. They had been shoveling sand since about 6:30
AM and | know they were drained and ready for lunch. JD came rushing into the barn, shut the door in my
office and said, “Tommy, | need to let you know that you should probably let those two employees hit the
road because they are just standing out back leaning on their shovels”. To make a long story shorter, JD
found out how many shovelfuls of sand went into a top-dresser, rode out to the five greens that had already
been completed, and learned that both were making min. wage, somewhere in the neighborhood of $6/hr..
He gruffly got in his golf cart, still muttering those two boys should be working harder. He left with his five gal-
lon bucket of golf balls that he found in the hedgerows and gullies of LCC. He was now on his way down the
hill to get the best of Dennis Murphy (pro). He was definitely going to get at least $.75/ball, come hell or high-
water. J.D., God bless you - it was a privilege to have known you and may the wind be always at your back
and the sun shining on you.

| also would like to say get well to Harold Chidsey (mowed fairways for 8 yrs.) because he just suf-
fered a stroke and might not be back for a while.

Five days ago, we had our first thought of spring. It was 60 degrees and I'm sure you all had visions
of pars, birdies and eagles. Well, we’ve been working on equipment in the shop: grinding mowers, fixing what
we can, and getting equipment ready. We purchased two new (used) fairway mowers this winter. | cut a Chi-
nese elm down between #1 and #6 that had been struck by lightning. It still needs to be cleaned up when we
get a chance. Bob K. and | also built six new targets for the driving range. First on the agenda is getting the
greens, tees and fairways cleaned up from winter debris, leaves, sticks, etc.. Spring is a very busy time for
the staff. Be patient because the staff this year will have three or four new faces. Anyway, please keep your
carts on a path whenever possible and keep the carts away from the greens (you all know where the paint
lines usually are). It does matter early on in the spring. If you do have a cart out early on, please try to avoid
any debris if we haven’t gotten to the cleaning of that area. Please read the LCC calendar to remind your-
selves of any upcoming events that might prevent you from enjoying LCC. The staff will be doing aerifying/
verticutting the last week of April and that is weather-dependent. We will get the course cleaned as fast as
possible and get to normal playing conditions ASAP. Enjoy LCC and best of luck to you in
2011.
