   The Greens Committee has undertaken several longer term projects 
to improve the golf course: 
      -Don Schrouder is leading an effort to identify all the major golf 
course equipment, evaluate its condition, estimate when it will require 
replacement, and the expected cost. 
      -Dan Cholish will continue his project to identify all the cart paths, 
evaluate their condition, establish plans to upgrade those in need, es-
tablish a schedule, and estimate the cost. In light of the immediate 
problems with some paths as a result of the Spring rains, Dan is work-
ing with Mike to plan some volunteer work days to help the Greens & 
Grounds staff fix those paths in need of immediate repair. Thanks to 
Brett Oakes, Lakeside got a truckload of limestone rock that should 
provide practical and aesthetic cart paths. Hopefully there will be a 
generous response when calls for assistance are made. Stay tuned!
