 Our clubhouse at Lakeside has been a bustling place for several weeks and the month of 
August will be no exception.  It is great to see so many golf events that lead into folks gathering 
in the clubhouse for some refreshment and to relive the round just played. The social members 
keep the house very busy as well and it is a great thing to see the various groups sharing space and having 
a good time. After all, having fun seems to be the whole point of belonging to a club. 
 Our newest activity – play readings – met with great success and by all reports the participants had 
a wonderful evening and are looking forward to the next time. Euchre and bridge groups are living harmoni-
ously and continuing to grow. Kayaking has had some of the best paddling days ever and enjoying much 
success. The book group had a very informative meeting with a lady from the Mennonite community as a 
guest speaker – great idea! This, and much more, keeps our club a wonderful place to meet new friends and 
to spend time with the old ones. 
 The staff did an outstanding job on the Lobsterfest – the food was delicious! Welcome to our kitchen 
crew Donnie Vanetten and Kelly Williams. Our staff members are a very cohesive team doing their best 
everyday to provide good meals and good service. I thank them for their efforts. 
 It may seem early to think about it, but check your calendar and save the date for the Fall Dinner in 
early September – you don‘t want to miss it – it will fill up fast when the sign-up sheets go up. The summer is 
now flying by, let‘s enjoy every minute of it! 

    Members are contacting Greens Committee mem-
bers about their golf course concerns. We document 
the issue, discuss it in our monthly meeting, and 
agree if/what should be done. Here are updates on 
several issues: 
 
1. Swamp to the left of #9 green--there is a leak in 
the irrigation system, and it appears to be one of the 
main lines. To correct the problem, the irrigation sys-
tem for the lower section of the course 
(#10,18,6,7,8,9) must be drained before any work can 
be done. Once the repair is completed, the system for 
these holes must be refilled. This entire process will 
take several days; needless to say, this cannot be 
done with the current drought situation. Thus the tem-
porary "ground under repair " lines and the drop area. 
As soon as conditions permit, this will be out TOP 
priority. 
 
2. The wooden steps coming off #7 tee box are 
deteriorating and it was agreed that we will upgrade 
those steps (also #1 green) when time and labor per-
mit. One thought is to use pavers for the steps. This 
item is on our action list 
 
3. Cart path repairs/upgrades are on our action list. 
Volunteer work parties will be organized to help the 
Greens crew repair those areas still in poor condition.  
As you are aware, the Greens crew has already ad-
dressed the worst areas. Also we are planning to as-
phalt the areas designated in the 2011 capital plan, 
probably in September after Labor Day. 

4. Bunkers--some need immediate atten-
tion. An assessment is being made to determine the 
order in which make the necessary temporary fixes. 
As reported earlier, a comprehensive bunker upgrade 
plan is underway. 
 
We will keep you posted on other course repairs/
upgrades in future articles. 
 
Is it my imagination, or are there more divots and 
ball marks on the course than ever before? Some 
divots might be due to outside play with people who 
don't understand the system, but members can be a 
big help to improve this problem. Whenever you 
leave your cart to go to your ball, take the sand divot 
container along. If you don't need it after your shot, fill 
one or more divots in the area (without holding up 
play). If you do need it for your shot, you have saved 
a round trip back to your cart; then fill one or more 
other divots as well. The same for ball marks. When 
you approach the green, check for ball marks, partic-
ularly in the front section of the green. Fix your ball 
mark and one or two others (without causing a delay). 
 
I'd be interested in thoughts about starting an "adopt 
a hole" program at Lakeside (the McTaggarts and 
Roes already do this big time on #3). Let me know 
your thoughts. Thanks.

 The extremely wet spring, combined with 
the hot and dry July, has made for an interest-
ing couple of months at Lakeside.  Perhaps Au-
gust will offer some more consistency  and pro-
vide a little reprieve to all this dry weather.   

My crew and I continue to water almost 
daily in an attempt to offer some relief to the 
turf.  I am sure you have noticed the rough has 
almost completely browned off as a result of the 
summer weather we are having.  The outer lim-
its of the fairways and other areas without sig-
nificant irrigation are also very stressed.  With 
the excessive heat we have had, it would be ap-
preciated if everyone would continue to obey 
the boundary lines when driving golf carts.  Driv-
ing over already stressed turf will only cause 
further damage or loss.   

There are many other things that I would 
like to have accomplished in the last few weeks 
instead of having everybody water in an attempt 
to keep the grass alive.  Hopefully, we will soon 
be able to change our focus and begin to ac-
complish many of the other things that need to 
be done at Lakeside.   

Other than that, things at the course are 
in full swing with our upcoming tournament 
schedule and daily play.  Taking the time to re-
place your divots and fixing your ball mark and 
someone else‘s  would help improve our condi-
tions. 

Grass Concerns  
With the recent drought, if we could all be more cau-
tious with our carts by keeping all your tires on the 
paths & keeping the carts well outside the white line - 
try not to follow everyone else‘s tracks. If we continu-
ally drive on the same spots over the dormant grass, it 
will make it harder to recover. The blades of grass 
break off and then it can‘t recover even if it rains.
