Long Range Plan update -

 The 2011/12 capital priorities list has been com-
pleted. The 2011 projects that remain are: completing 
the chemical storage building expected to start next month, estimated 
cost $6500; Asphalt cap #1 cart path from green to fork in path leading 
to #2 tee, est. $5K to 10K; Pave culvert - est. $1K to 1.5K; Cap path 
from culvert to #2 ladies tee, est. $3.5K to $5K. Quotes for cart path 
projects are in process. The existing cart paths have not been sealed 
in many years and as a result some  are in bad shape thus now requir-
ing an asphalt cap. We hope to also seal the existing paths to extend 
their life this fall, assuming some capital funds remain. Cost TBD. 
 Next we need to replace one of the Gator carts. Used cart cost 
estimate is $4500. 
 In the clubhouse we need to tile the handicap bathroom and fix 
the sink (winter project to be done by volunteers). 
 Replace carpet going downstairs and in the hallway. Cost TBD. 
 We have $17K left in our 2011 capital fund and you can readily 
see the needs far  exceed funds available. Having said that the open-
ing dinner and the annual capital fee has put us in the best position 
that the capital fund has been in years.  
 We will probably have to scale back some of the cart projects 
until next year.

As we close in on the 
2011 season I want to 
be sure we have correct 
winter addresses for 
anyone heading out of 
town and also your dates of depar-
ture and return.  Please let me 
know of any changes via e-mail or 
on your statement stub with your 
September payment.  Last year we 
did a ñSouthern Directoryò and can 
do it again this year if the interest is 
there to do so.

It has been a pleasure working with 
and learning from Doug.  Unfortu-
nately, itôs time to start training the 
new guy. 
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Why is it necessary to aerify and/or verticut golf course turf?  
 
Let's talk about aeration first. Over time, traffic from golfers, carts and mowing equipment com-
pacts the soil, especially on greens. Clay soil (Lakeside) is particularly susceptible to compacting, which 
crushes the air pockets around the turf roots. Without air, the grass plants tend to wither and eventually die. 
Ideally, 1/2 inch cores are removed by the aerifying machine, which opens the turf to air and water. The 
spaces created are filled with sand topdressing, which improves drainage and reduces compaction. Greens 
should be aerified Spring and Fall; fairways and tees at least once per year. Tine aerifying, which can be 
used in conjunction with core aerifying, punches holes in the turf but does not remove cores. Topdressing is 
used as in core aerifying. Tine aerifying is not as effective as core aerifying but is less invasive. 
 
Verticutting (vertical mowing) is used to remove thatch from turf. Thatch is the layer of dead biomass (stems 
and roots) between the soil and the visible green grass. Thatch up to 1/2 inch is beneficial to turf because it 
shades and cools the crowns of the grass plants. Thatch thicker than 1/2 inch impedes water and fertilizer 
penetration, reduces pesticide effectiveness, and can harbor harmful insects and disease organisms. Turf 
with heavy thatch (some of our approaches have up to 3 inches of thatch) have a spongy feel. Moisture in 
thatch evaporates more quickly and deprives the soil of needed water. Finally, roots begin to grow in thatch, 
making the turf less drought resistant. 
 
The adjustable blades of the verticutter cut deeply into the thatch layer, pull up thatch to be raked and carted 
away. Verticutting does not damage the tissue of the healthy turf. It is also not as invasive as aerifying. 
 
Lakeside got away from an effective aerifying/verticutting over the past several years and it was too wet this 
Spring to accomplish what Mike Smart had scheduled. Mike has been requested by the Greens Committee 
to set an aggressive schedule this Fall and next year to get back on track. Core aerifying of greens and the 
worst approaches will begin after Labor Day. Lakeside's current verticutting equipment is inoperative, so we 
are ordering a verticut attachment for a mower on a short term basis. If there is an angel out there who 
would underwrite a dedicated verticutter (cost is approximately $10,000), we could be more proactive and 
effective. 
 
Mike has done an excellent job under very adverse circumstances in 2011 to provide a good playing sur-
face. An aggressive program in 2012 will take Lakeside to the next level in terms of excellent turf.

I also ask that 
everyone keep carts on the paths next to our greens and tees. It takes a lot longer for grass to come back 
than it does to make sure all four tires are kept on the paths provided.  

I would also like to thank those of you who have donated your time and energy in an effort to get 
things done here at Lakeside.  Enjoy the rest of the golf season and keep it in the short grass.  Fall is a 
beautiful time here at Lakeside Country Club.
